The vinyl surface may be cleaned by simply spraying the cleaner onto the vinyl and wiping off with a The vinyl surface may be cleaned by simply spraying the cleaner onto the vinyl and wiping off with a 
cloth or sponge.

To clean the flannel backing liberally spray the cleaner on the area to be cleaned If heavily soiledTo clean the flannel backing, liberally spray the cleaner on the area to be cleaned.  If heavily soiled,
use a cloth or sponge with the cleaner and rub the soiled area gently.  Repeat if necessary.  Rinse
