Fold 3rd row seats down flat (See Fig. 1).

Place tray into cargo area, aligning rear lip of tray with 

rear lip of cargo floor (See Fig. 2).

Starting at the center, rear edge of tray, press down so 

rear lip of tray slides between rear sill and cargo floor 

(See Fig. 3).  

Next, press down on the rear edge and follow rear edge 

all the way out to both sides (See Fig. 4). 

Starting with driver side, pull the "flipper" panel away 

from the seat back and wrap the bungee cord (already 

supplied on tray) around the back side of the "flipper" 

panel.  Repeat on passenger side (See Fig. 5).

Press in center

Wrap bungee around seat
